In the background you can see the Opera House. It was designed and built by the Danish architect Jørn Utzon. The Sydney Opera House is a modern expressionist design and consist of The Concert Hall, the Opera Theatre, The Drama Theatre, the Playhouse and the studio.

It is also the most photographed building in Australia.

W:

Ok, I’ll take a photo of it.

TG: 

Oh no! Sorry, we don’t have that much time – the next step of out tour is waiting.

H: 

Oh darling, could you tell Mr. Tour Guide that he is very unprofessional. 

W: 

Mr. Tour Guide you are very unprofessional.

TG: 

The Harbour Bridge in Sydney is one of the most famous sights in Australia because the Australians celebrate New Years Eve every year with a big ceremony and fireworks. It's also famous because there is the possibility to climb up the bridge. At these climbing trips, tourists get the chance to have a look at the construction and enjoy the fantastic view from the top.

W: 

Oh it’s so fantastic; could we make one of those climbing tours?

Oh darling, shut up! We don’t have enough money…

TG: 

Let’s move on!

TG: 

We are now in the middle of some mountains that are 300 million years old. They are called the Blue Mountains. They are traversed by two rivers, which end in the drinkable water resource of Sydney called Warrangamba Reservoir.

The name of those Mountains came from the eucalyptus trees, which produce special oil that colours the air in a dark blue.

Oh, how wonder… 

H: 
Let’s move on!

A: Consequently, the Waterfalls of Victoria can be found in locations such as the Snowy Mountains, costal rainforests, local foothills and even some of the more developed farming regions. Most of the waterfalls found here lack the height that you may find in other states. There is an abundance of them. 

The most parts of the rainforest are spread all over the country and can mostly be found in national parks like Melba Gully State Park and Mitchell River National Park. 

H: 
Oh, I heard about it on the telly… 

W: 
Ok, now let’s move back to civilisation…

TG: 
The Melbourne beaches can be found just south of Melbourne city centre. The next Melbourne beaches south would be St.Kilda, Elwood, Brighton and Sandringham. Surfing areas of choice are located outside the Greater Melbourne Metropolitan Area and the world surfing competitions take place every year. 

W: 
The water is very dangerous, isn’t it? 

TG: 
Yes, because of the sharks, but I will show you a more dangerous place… at least it was in the past.

TG: 
We are now in the so-called Old Melbourne Gaol or Melbourne Prison Gaol. This Prison was an active prison from 1842 to 1929. 

It housed many petty prisoners right next to a number of criminals on the death row. The Melbourne Gaol is incredibly well known for the number off executions by hanging. In the prison, almost 150 prisoners were executed in the only 87 years it was used as a prison. Nowadays it’s a tourist attraction and is open 7 days a week.

The Melbourne Cricket Ground, also called MCG is an Australian sports stadium located in Yarra Park, near Melbourne centre. It is the largest stadium in Australia. Internationally, the MCG is remembered as the centrepiece stadium of the 1956 Summer Olympics and the 2006 Commonwealth Games.
